Discussion on participant’s activities

Tom Slaymaker (ODI): 

· Securewater project is coming towards end (Oct 2004) and will develop tools/ guidelines/ web-based tools on demand responsive approaches where productive water uses is a theme within broader context of water-poverty-livelihoods dynamic, sustainability, and cost recovery. Scope to include links to PRODWAT, and provide knowledge inputs.
· Also poverty reduction strategy papers (PSRP) project looking at budgetary and sectoral reform processes in developing countries and the role of WATSAN (would like to look at wider water resource management, productive uses in this context). Could be useful to link PRODWAT to these kind of big processes.

· Also involved in post-conflict rehabilitation, livestock-water linkages which has potential. Have developed waterandlivelihoods.org website with some DFID seed money but not active. Possibility to integrate with IRC’s portal?

Ian Smout (WEDC):

Activities focus on professionals in WATSAN. PRODWAT hits at policy level rather than at practical engineer level – a challenge. Could be included in curricula etc especially from IWRM perspective. Focus on achieving MDGs in WATSAN, and raising water service levels e.g. 15-45 lpcd. Have a lot of activities with sector professionals including WEDC conference in Laos in Oct 2004.

Adrienne Martin (NRI):

Involved in broader NRM work, PRODWAT could learn from macro-meso policy reform work in other sectors e.g. bottom up formulation of policy in Uganda.

Karen Twining (IDE):

IDE known for treadle pump/ drip irrigation but now focus on PRISM and using water to get out of poverty and into markets. Interested in how high value crops and market linkages can help pay for domestic water supply. Focus on end-user level implementation within MUS project. Strength in Asia but UK office developing programmes in Africa. Have IDRC grant to test PRISM methodology. Dutch support SIMNET (smallholder irrigation and markets network). There is an IDE reception and meeting in London on 13 May (6-8 pm).

Sharyn Bow (B&V):

Personal interest, rather than as consulting professional. One possible entry point to interest consultancy sector is non-revenue leakage control – but with a positive focus. Advocacy has to be careful and targeted. Need to provide for productive uses to help avoid damage etc.

Ian Thorpe (PumpAid):

Indigenous NGO from Zimbabwe focused on water-lifting technologies, 20 staff working in Zimbabwe with focus on elephant (rope) pump. A large proportion of 1000 systems are in schools. Used for school agriculture. Cost is about US$300 per system. Interest from 21 African countries. Started work in Mozambique and Malawi. Zimbabwe government having problems with other pumps and are actively supporting work. Also interested in training/ supporting other organisations. Finding that ways in which we interact with other organisations and communities is key in this activity. Interested to link with IDE on drip technologies.

Marit Brommer (Technical University Delft):

Supervising a student in Nigeria working on productive uses in rural areas dependent upon rainwater harvesting. Livestock, and selling clean water are aspects of being productive. Will write up as MSc thesis which could provide a case-study input to the group. Needs help finding references on other similar work in Nigeria. 
Jeroen Warner (IWE group, University of Waeginingen) 

Work on multi-stakeholder platforms (MSP) focuses on competing claims for water resources. Interest from conflict rather than productive side. Plan a follow-up MSP in Dutch ‘water for food and ecosystems’ programme. Have several PhD and MSc students working on related issues. Other relevant work on participation, water rights and law, macro-micro changes and liberalisation in Latin America, irrigation reform in Limpopo.
